We, the first party, have long wanted to do social service in
the educational and social fields. Accordingly, today we have
constituted a public trust. And for that from our personal property
of Rs. 2,500/~ (Rupees Two Thousand Five Hundred) is assigned to
the second party. Now neither we nor our descendants, guardians,
heirs have any rightful share over that amount. The terms of this
trust are as follows.

(1) Name of the Trust :

The name of this trust shall be "Shri Satyakevlam
Education and Cheritable Trust".

(2) Office :

The office and headquarters of this trust shall be at the
following address for the time being.
C/o. Devendrakumar Satyadev Pande
21, Swar Villa Srishti Bungalows, Bardoli, Bardoli, Surat.
The trustees can change it if needed in future.
(3) Area of work : o

The Area of work of the trust will be whole India.

(4) Objects of the trust :

The following objectives of the institution shall be
implemented without discrimination of any caste and religious.
These objectives shall be achieved by prior permission of the
government and rules as applicable from time to time.
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(1)To establish, run and maintain such institutions to take
necessary action in relation to all activities for education and
training such as pre-primary, primary schools, secondary
schools, higher secondary schools, and education.

(2)To start and run a reading room for the reading of Spiritual
books for the mental and physical development of the
students as well as for their cultural development.

(3)Conducting necessary competitive examinations and
distribution of necessary prizes in this regard to maintain
excitement and enthusiasm among the students.

(4)To perform various activities for development of health,
physical, mental, cultural, intellectual development in the
students.

(5)To provide books, food, clothing and other necessities of life
or scholarship or all kinds of financial assistance to deserving
or poor students.

(6)To establish and run orphanages, charity centers, old age
homes, ashram shala, sanatoriums, hostels for students and
to carry out public welfare and spiritual activities.

(7)To promote human relief activities, conduct relief in case of
natural calamity and to undertake other measures for public
welfare

(8)To establish and maintain medical checkup camps, blood
donation camps, dispensaries, hospitals, nursing homes,
laboratories, health centers, first aid centers, or assist and
promote such services and provide ambulance vans to the
public within the limits of the trust.

(9)Organizing medical camps like Blood Donation Camp, Eye
Donation/Medical Camp, Dental Camp, Diagnostic Camp,
and Physical Therapy Camp etc. and providing medicines to
the poor and needy and paying hospital bills.

(10) To strengthen and support socially abandoned, divorced,
widowed and poor and disabled sisters. and to establish, start
and to develop home industries and allied industries.

(11) To carry out programs related to the preservation of the
environment and tree plantation and allied activities.




(12) To carry out various types of sports activities approved by law
regarding the health and physical, mental, intellectual, moral,
development of the people.

(5) Board of Trustees :

(1) The number of trustees shall be a minimum of 3 (three) and
a maximum of 11 (eleven). At present 5 (five) trustees have
been appointed. The current trustees may appoint more
trustees if required in future.

(2) All trustees under this trust deed shall act as trustees for life.
If any of the trustees appointed under this trust deed
hereafter resigns or dies or is convicted of a criminal offense
as per Indian act, in the event that he is incapacitated to act
as a trustee or disqualified from being a trustee for any
reason, the continuing trustees shall appoint a suitable
person as a trustee by a majority vote. While appointing
additional trustees in place of vacancies of trustees, the first
choice should be made from among the family members or
direct heirs of the existing trustees. And the term of such
appointed trustees shall be for life.

(6) Designators :

The Lifetime Trustees shall appoint the following designators
by resolution by majority. And the term of them will be 3 (three)

years.

President, Vice President, Secretary

If a trustee's term expires during their tenure, they resign
from the trust, submit a resignation, be unable to work, get ill,
disable, old age, or unstable mental condition, or for any other
reason, physical or mental, if a trustee's position becomes vacant,
it can be filled permanently by the remaining trustees for the
remaining period.




(7) Duties of the President :

(1)The president will manage & inspect all meeting, general
meeting, extra ordinary meetings, etc. of the trust.

(2)To have post of President in every meeting of the board of
trustee.

(3)To order the Secretary to call meeting of the trustees.

(4) To manage, inspect and give necessary advice, guidance for
day to day activities of the trust.

(5) To do every acts as per requirement in the limit of trust deed
for interest of the trust and to achieve objects of the trust.

(6)If equal voting in meeting of trustees’ meeting at any time,
then the President shall give one additional vote.
(7) To give ruling for what work of any meeting is to be carried
out first and decision of the president will final.
(8) To take decision for entering or not entering any work which
is not stated in agenda.
(9) A trustee shall present the annual report of the trust in the
meeting.
(10) To maintain and record all types of financial statements of the
trust.
(11) The organization's all records will remain in their custody.
(12) To have the authority to sign on behalf of the trust to enter
into financial transactions.
(13) To have the authority to prepare and submit documents, if
required for registration of the trust.
(14) The trust's properties may be sold, purchased, leased, or
disposed of as per the rules and regulations of the time.

(8) Duties of the Vice President :

The Vice President will assist the President in their work and
may exercise all powers of the President In-absentia (in their
absence).

(9) Duties of the Secretary :

(1)Under the directives and guidance of the board of trustees
and the chairman, will manage the Board of Directors affairs.




(2) Shall manage the assets of the Institute.
(3)Shall operate the board of Directors and its operations
according to the institute's goals and objectives.
(4) Shall maintain all types of accounts of the institute, to get
audits, and present them for approval at general meetings.
(5) Shall oversee the work performed by salaried employees and
provide them with guidance.
(6) Shall approve the leave of salaried employees and decide on
increments according to grade.
(7) Shall perform the tasks assigned by the president.
(8)Shall maintain the accounts of the trust and make
transactions. ‘
(9)To give receipt on receiving donation by the trust and to
maintain accounts of funds.
(10) There is authority to hold cash up to Rs. 5,000/- (Five
thousand rupees) in hand.
(11) Financial transactions to be conducted via checks and cash.
(12) It is the treasurer's duty to respond to queries related to
finances.

(10) Meeting of the Trustees :

1. The board of Trustee meetings shall be convened at least three
times a year. The President may convene meetings at
discretion.

2. The quorum for each of the board of trustee meeting shall be
calculated based on 2/3 of the total number of trustees of
board.

3. Notice for trustee meetings, including the date, time, and
location, shall be provided in accordance with meeting rules,
orally at least 3 days in advance or in writing if necessary.
Electronic media such as phone, SMS, email, website, etc.,
may also be used for urgent notices.

(11) To appoint Employees :

The president has the authority to hire suitable
employees for managing the trust's activities. They can
appoint employees, determine their salaries, retain or dismiss
them as necessary.

(12) Income sources of the Trust :
By Donation, Gift, Fees, Government, Semi
Government grant, etc.

(13) Circular & meeting of notice :

For important works, each trustee shall be informed by
circular and can take decision.

(14) Minutes Book :

Detail report regarding activities carried out in each meeting
of board of trustee, shall be mentioned in minutes book.

(15) Accounting Year :

Accounting year of the trust shall start from 1st April and end
on 31st March. Accounts will be maintained regularly as per
provisions of law and after auditing the same, submit it before the
Public Trust Registration office, Surat.

(16) Investment of Trust Fund :

Investment of trust fund will be done subject to Section-35 of
Mumbai Public Trust Act, 1950. Before doing investment in any
company or shares, prior permission from Joint Charity
Commissioner, Surat should be taken.

(17) Bank Accounts :

The trust's bank accounts shall be maintained in a
nationalized bank approved under government regulations, and
withdrawals and deposits can be made jointly by the president and
the treasurer.

(18) To appoint Sub Committee :

When necessary for the implementation of the trust's
objectives, committees may be appointed by the trustee board.

(19) Construction of Rules :

When deemed necessary for the implementation of the
trust's objectives, the board of trustee may construct the rules,
and amend or modifying them as appropriate based on
circumstances and timing.




(20) For acquiring trust properties :

Apart from the amount given by the settler of the trust,
whatever property received by the trust by donation or other way
or gathered by the trust, all shall be considered as properties of
the trust.

Properties of trust shall be received to the board of trustees
from time to time and trustees will administer and manage all
such properties. Whenever changes take place in board of
trustees, the properties standing in the name of previous trustees
shall be added in the name of new and continuing trustees. The
President trustee will administer all properties of the board of
trustees. |

(21) Legal Adviser :

For legal problems arise in day to day to affairs of trust,
board of trustees may appoint legal adviser and if any case
instituted in any court, appoint any advocate for the purpose
and can pay remuneration as decided.

(22) Other Matter : v

If any amendments, additions, or changes need to be made to
the trust deed, they can be decided by a majority of trustees present
at the time, in accordance with the trust's regulations.

Regarding donations given to the trust as immovable or
movable property or cash, their heirs or friends shall have no rights
thereafter. If any change occurs among the trustees regarding
immovable, movable property, or funds a report of such changes
shall be submitted to the Registrar's office of trust, Surat within 90
days, as per Change Report No. 3.

(23) Regarding dissolution of Trust :

If the time comes to dissolve the trust or to engage in such
activities, the trustees will decide by majority to merge the trust
with institution same nature and any immovable or movable
property of the trust shall be surrender according to the terms of
that trust.

The provisions mentioned in this trust deed shall be
implemented in accordance with the Mumbai Public Trusts Act of
1950.
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This trust deed is accepted by first party has consented
without any pressure, which is binding by us and our descendants,
guardians, heirs and will be signed.
